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Military Related Ceremonies and Receptions

Military personnel are invited to have their ceremonies and receptions—promotions, re-enlistments, commissionings,
etc., at the Women's Memorial. All catering services must be pre-approved and a valid certificate of liability insurance
must be presented.

Special Events

The Women's Memorial with its panoramic view of Washington, D.C., is less than one mile from the Lincoln
Memorial and situated at the entrance to Arlington National Cemetery. The Women's Memorial can accommodate
events of all sizes from weddings and receptions, galas and corporate functions, to theater and film festivals. Seated
functions can accommodate 500, while receptions can accommodate 1000. Also available is a 196-seat theater with a
14' x 23" stage, and a 50-seat conference room.

Parking and Metro

Paid parking is available at a per hour rate at the Arlington Cemetery Visitors Lot. All vehicles, to include military
and government vehicles, must use this parking facility, which is located on Memorial Drive, approximately two city
blocks from the Memorial. Parking is not permitted in the Cemetery Administration Building parking lot. Individuals
requiring handicapped parking or making service deliveries must coordinate access to Memorial Drive with the
Women's Memorial. Special event parking, shuttle service and valet parking can be arranged on a per event basis. The
Women's Memorial is readily accessible by Metro—Blue Line, Arlington National Cemetery stop.
